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Central to PHSNE’s mission is providing its members with a wide range of photographic experiences, field trips
being just one. Over the past five decades, the Society has sponsored 45 such events, ranging from regional trips
to visit photographically related organizations or to view a member’s private collection — and extended trips to

distant countries, exploring new photographic opportunities and cultures. These trips have no doubt greatly
contributed to our member’s knowledge and understanding of photography and its history.
